e State Standardized Testing Reminder - On March 26th, the District communicated SLSD’s
plan for administering the PSSA and Keystone Exams. This information is also available on
the SLSD Website under the 20-21 PSSA/Keystone Info Tab.

e Pennsylvania Vaccine Update - A month ago, the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
announced a special initiative that prioritized the initial allocation of the J&J Vaccine for PK-
12 educators, early childhood educators, and educational support staff. After one month, over
100,000 educators were vaccinated through this program. In the coming days, COVID-19
vaccination eligibility in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania will dramatically increase.
