Final Exam Schedule- Many of our courses use course projects as their final assessment for the course but there are still
some final exams in specific classes. The dates below are set aside for exams.  Students will be given additional details
closer to the dates. Remote students will be provided with new zoom links specifically for the final exam period. In-person
students must report in-person to take their exam. If a student does not have a final exam, they do not need to report to
school on that day.

● ALL CARS ENTER through the JPLIS entrance
off of Route 378 and drive through the bus loop
to start to line up

● Staff will be placed throughout the parade route
to help direct the traffic and cheer for the
graduates

● An ADULT must be driving the car: graduates
should be able to look out the window to interact
with their teachers and staff who are lining the
parade route

● Please adhere to the parade route shown below:
Cars are NOT permitted to stop along the route

○ The ONLY entrance will be on Route 378
○ The ONLY 2 EXITS will be onto Route

● This parade is NOT open to the community- just
students and families in the cars and staff along
the parade route.
