○ Must take 7.0 credits
○ Takes the place of a block 1 or 4 study hall in schedule

■ Schedule changes to accommodate senior 
privilege are not permitted

○ Application due Spring 2022



Schedule Change Policy
○ Changes processed through July 1st

○ After July 1st, changes must be requested on the “Drop/Add 
Form” and will go before the schedule change committee for

○ Full year courses will not be dropped after Sept. 30th
