Grade 10:
● Register with the NCAA Eligibility Center at 

eligibilitycenter.org 
● If you fall behind, ask your counselor for help with 

finding approved courses you can take

Grade 11:
● Check with your counselor to make sure you are on 

track to graduate on time
● Take the ACT or SAT and submit your scores to the 

NCAA
● Research what schools you want to apply to 
● At the end of the year, turn in an NCAA transcript 

release form to the guidance office and select NCAA 
on your Naviance account

Grade 12:
● Complete your final NCAA core courses as you 

prepare for graduation.
● Take the ACT or SAT again, if necessary
● Request your final amateurism certification 

beginning April 1 (fall enrollees)
● After you graduate, ask your counselor to upload 

your final official transcript with proof of 
graduation

● Only students on an NCAA Division I or II school’s 
certification request list will 
receive a certification
