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514.  PHYSICAL EXAMINATION 

 
The Board and Pennsylvania School Law require that prior to employment an 
employee  must submit to the District the report of a physical examination, signed 
by a licensed physician, certified registered nurse practitioner or licensed 
physician’s assistant, according to criteria established by the Pennsylvania State 
Department of Health on the State Form. The expense of such an examination shall 
be paid by the School District if the District Physician conducts the examination.  In 
order for the candidate to be approved for hire by the Board, the examination date 
must be within one year of the Board hiring approval date.   
 
All employees shall be required to submit a report of a tuberculosis test compliant 
to the regulations of the Department of Health taken within 90 days of the actual 
date of Board hiring approval, or other suitable proof of an absence of tuberculosis 
as approved by the District physician, before approval of employment shall be 
received. 
 
School nurses may assist any District employment candidate in obtaining TB 
testing as required. 
 
All medical records shall be kept in a secure file separate from the employee’s 
Personnel File.  
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
